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Apple Craft Activities

Apple prints and leaf prints

You will need:

Apples cut in half

Apple leaves

A4 or A3 sugar paper

Large brushes to apply paint

Small brushes for adding stalks

Shallow containers for paint

Ready-mixed paint in red, green, white, yellow, brown and orange

Method

1. Using a generous amount of paint, brush one half of your apple with red, paint and the other half with green and print carefully.

2. Paint a leaf using green paint and print above and slightly angled from the centre of the apple.

3. Using a thin brush and brown paint, paint a thin stalk emerging from the apple.

This is the basis for the printing, now experiment blending or overlapping different colours, trying to achieve more autumnal effects.  You could cut the apple in half the other way to expose the pips and paint in white to represent the flesh rather than the skin.  Experiment!
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
