	About this unit 

	This unit introduces children to the idea of plants as living things which grow and change. Children should become aware of similarities and differences in plants. 

Experimental and investigative work focuses on: 

· turning ideas into a form that can be tested 

· making and recording observations 

· using results to communicate what happened and to draw conclusions. 

Children also have opportunities to link their knowledge of how plants grow to their understanding of science and to ways in which growing plants should be treated with sensitivity. 

This unit takes approximately 9 hours.

Section 8: Medicines and safety 
	

	Objectives

	Children should learn:

	· that medicines can be dangerous if we take them without consulting parents or doctors 

· recognise hazards and risks in medicines and how to avoid these 

· communicate information about the safe use of medicines 




	Activities

Outcomes

Children:

· Present children with a selection of packaging for medicines eg tablets, solutions ask them to decide how they know that they are not packaging for food or sweets. If appropriate, demonstrate an empty 'asthma puffer'. With the children make a collage or display to illustrate packaging for medicines and how they help medicines to be used safely. Talk with children about the use of medicines and when we may need them. 

· explain why it might be dangerous to put a medicine in a 'pop' bottle or in a jar a toddler could open 

· explain why it is important only to take medicines on advice 

· explain why we should not eat things unless we know what they are 




	Points to note
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SAFETY - Warn children that medicines are dangerous if taken without the knowledge of parents/doctors. If medicines are brought in for demonstration purposes make sure they are kept out of harm's way.

	Through this unit children learn about plants and animals in their immediate environment and how differences between places very close to each other result in a different range of plants and animals being found. They learn that like humans, plants and other animals reproduce. 

Experimental and investigative work focuses on: 

· turning ideas into questions that can be investigated 

· presenting results 

· drawing conclusions. 

Work in this unit also offers opportunities to relate understanding of science to the local environment, to consider how to treat living things and the environment with care and sensitivity and to recognise hazards to themselves and to take action to control the risks from these hazards. 

This unit takes approximately 9 hours.

Work also offers opportunities for children to relate understanding of science to their personal health. 

This work is likely to be undertaken in relation to the school's programme for personal, social and health education.

	About this unit 

	This unit helps children to learn that there are many aspects to keeping healthy. Children learn about the heart and how heart beat is affected by exercise and relate this to what they already know about movement and exercise. 

Experimental and investigative work focuses on: 

· repeating measurements 

· representing data in bar charts and graphs, and interpreting these 

· using results to draw conclusions. 

Work in this unit also offers opportunities for children to find out how early scientific ideas about diet and health were tested. It helps them to use knowledge and understanding of science to explain and interpret phenomena related to their personal health. Teaching about tobacco, alcohol and other drugs is likely to be undertaken in relation to the school's education programme for personal, social and health education.
